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Ku Lai (Wat Phra Singh)

The chedi called Ku Lai has the form of a pasada with a five
tiered roof and is located behind the Wihan Lai Kham. There is an
over ground tunnel passage from the back wall of the wihan to the
inner chamber of the chedi.

The Chiang Mai Chronicle says that the Ku Lai was built by
King Phra Muang Kaeo (1495-1525). In 1817 King Thammalangka, the

2" ruling prince of Chiang Mai, ordered its restoration. On that occasion

Aot many precious objects were found but were left in their criginal place.
